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Characteristics of a Successful Teacher:

1.   Kind:   Teachers must be kind in the way they talk to the children. They need to have a tone in their voice that tells the children that they care. I know that when a teacher truly shows kindness to me, I will work harder knowing that they want me to succeed.

2. CARING:   Teachers need to care about their students when they are in their  classrooms. They need to be able to have the  know that they care about them. A teacher needs to let her kids know that they are important to her.
